A number is said to be “good” if it has seven digits, it is a multiple
of 388, and it has 388 as the last three digits. How many good
numbers are there?

Notes:

(1) The number 1164388 is good but 388388 is not good.

Correct answers without
a proof are not considered correct solutions.
